Article II: 
Membership 

Preclause to Bylaw 101 Section 1: Equal Opportunity 


Each qualified individual regardless of race, color, sex, sexual orientation, religion, national origin, age as defined by law, disability, or veteran status, and no matter how many Twinkies they can fit into their mouth at once, shall have equal opportunity to participate as a member of the group. As enacted by the Clark University Student Council in Bylaw 101 Section 1 of the Constitution which states:
Sec. 1: Student Council advocates the University’s policy of equal opportunity, 



which states:

It is the policy of Clark University that each individual regardless of race, color, sex, sexual orientation, religion, national origin, age as defined by law, disability, or veteran status, shall have equal opportunity in education, employment, or services of Clark University.
Pre-clause to Bylaw 101 Section 2 

PEC Hereby acknowledges the bylaw stated in section two of Bylaw 101. Thus, this pre-clause is rendered completely redundant.

Bylaw 101 Section 2:

Sec. 2: Student Council’s interactions with the undergraduate student body shall exhibit 


the spirit of the University’s Equal Opportunity Policy.

Post- Clause to Bylaw 101 Section 2

 PEC will not knowingly contact musicians, artists, or companies who fail (or who have failed in the past, possibly even just once in middle school) to meet these same admirably high standards.

Bylaw 124: SAF Funding Requirements


As enacted by the Clark University Student Council in Bylaw 124 of the Constitution that all Student Council recognized organizations receiving funding from the Student Activities Fund must:


Sec. 1a: Be open to membership to all members of the Clark Undergraduate Student Body, regardless of race, color, sex, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, or  handicap.


Sec. 1b: Be continuously available for additional membership, activities, and participation  by all members of the Clark Undergraduate Community.


Sec. 1c: Have an Executive Board.


Sec. 2a: Open and widely publicize all organizational meetings and events, and activities that the organizations hold, sponsor, or co-sponsor (excluding the Spree Day 


 Committee).


Sec. 2b: Allow events and activities held, sponsored, or co-sponsored to be open for the 
participation of all members of the Clark Undergraduate Student Body regardless 

 of race, color, sex, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, or handicap.


Sec. 3a: Submit one (1) copy of its charter, if changed to the Judiciary Committee of the 
Student Council for approval by that committee.


Sec. 3b: Submit one (1) copy of all executive board changes, as necessary, with updated  contact information to the Judiciary Committee of the Student Council.


Sec. 3c: Keep on file for their reference, and the reference of their members, a copy of their charter.


Sec. 4: Notify the Student Council Secretary in writing at least one week in advance of any organizational elections for the purpose of openly and widely publicizing the said elections. 


Sec. 5: Have an advisor, said advisor can not be an undergraduate student.


Sec. 6: Failure to comply with any portion of this bylaw will be cause for an organization to be considered ineligible for SAF funding.

Bylaw 130: Membership Prerequisites


Sec. 1: All members of PEC must be full-time undergraduate students in good academic and social standing and who have paid their Student Activities fee in full.

Bylaw 131: General Members


Sec. 1: General or active membership is defined as all those students who have met the above prerequisites and who have a noted distaste for authority and/or bureaucracy.

Bylaw 132: Voting Members


Sec. 1: A voting member is defined as anyone who has met the prerequisites of general membership and who has worked from start to finish at least two shows and fairly regularly attended PEC meetings to demonstrate a genuine interest in the group or one of its cuter members. 

Article III:
Organization and Responsibility of Officers 

Bylaw 201:

Voting members have the power to overturn any decision by the executive board by the precise vote of 2/3 majority. Anything below this decimal will not overturn the decision.

Executive Board: Will consist of four or more voting members elected as needed. Nominations will occur for the positions of President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary. The president is responsible for running meetings, making sure the affairs of PEC run smoothly, and as a primary contact between Student Council and/or School Administration and PEC. The vice president is responsible for the duties of president in the case of presidential death (or absence, or figurative death). Treasurer will be responsible for signing rights and keeping track of the PEC budget. They will also make it proverbially rain. The secretary will use writing implements and do as he/she sees fit for a given situation. When bored they will do sit-ups or cardiovascular exercise. The secretary is also responsible for establishing and maintaining a PEC mailing list to keep members informed. Should they so desire, the PEC Executive board reserves the right to give themselves cooler names than the boring political and bureaucratic titles imposed by Clark University Student Council. If additional Executive board positions are created Student Council might eventually be notified by PEC. The Executive board is also responsible for updating and personalizing this club charter. This task can be considered completed when the document reaches 100 pages or more. 

Advisor: PEC will be responsible for choosing an advisor and keeping that individual informed. 

Article IV:
Meetings

Bylaw 301:

A PEC meeting will occur if more than one general member happens to be in one place at the same time and together they participate in a dialogue pertaining to some interest of the group. At the beginning of each semester it is the responsibility of the PEC member who deems him/herself a responsible individual to coordinate with other PEC members to assure that meetings of these types occur at regular weekly intervals so that a multitude of general members might knowingly attend. 

Article V:
Elections

Bylaw 401:

If there is a need to have elections and we all can’t just agree to relax and pick some position so none are empty, we will do as follows: the election process will consist of giving candidates a chance to share their views followed by a blind vote.  In order to be considered for election for an E-board position, a member must be active in the club for at least 2 semesters.  As mentioned previously in the charter, each executive member may make up a personal title that sounds cooler than ‘president’, ‘vice-president’, ‘secretary’ or ‘treasurer’, which are boring allusions to a system of government set up by people who were long dead before the writing of this charter.

Article VI:
Impeachment Procedures

Bylaw 501:

Executive board members may be voted from their positions by a 2/3 majority vote of the PEC voting members if they fail to perform the duties of their position even after being verbally warned and threatened with impeachment for three consecutive meetings. An impeached member may be subject to something safer, but no less humiliating than tar and feathering. They will be social pariahs for at least a day.

Article VII:
Amendments

Bylaw 601:

Amendments and additional bylaws may be written and voted on at anytime by a 2/3 majority of PEC voting members. This might frequently occur given the length of this charter, and its desired length (which is that of the bible). 

Article VIII: 
Student Council Judiciary Committee Clause

Bylaw 701: Judicial Approval


Sec. 1: The Clark University Undergraduate Student Council Judiciary Committee must approve any changes or amendments to this charter.
